	I.	Welcome / Updates from Last Meeting




· Discuss meeting with VDOT about Bike Trails through and around Clifton Forge.  Reviewed map from VDOT to discuss routes for bike trails in and around Clifton Forge. Use Ridgeway Street to have a bike trail towards Dabney S. Lancaster Community College and use Main Street to have a bike trail towards Douthat State Park.  There was also discussion about extending a bike trail to Selma in an effort to tie into the Jackson River Trail in Alleghany County. Hazel Run can be considered a multi-use trail.  Hazel Run can extend to Ingalls Street and a bike trail can proceed either right or left at the intersection with Ingalls Street.  If one proceeds left they can turn left onto Linden Avenue then left onto Madison Street.  From there one can take a left onto the alley adjacent to Jefferson Avenue onto Palace Boulevard.  From Palace Boulevard, they can go to Upton Street then right down Lover’s Walk onto D Street then onto Church Street.  During the stoplight assessment, it was determined that Church Street was wide enough for a bike lane if the parking spaces were reduced in width.  If one proceeds right onto Ingalls Street, then left onto Chestnut Street and then to Medley Street which will exit out to Grafton Street in Cliftondale (an extension of Main Street in Clifton Forge).  We could also look in to having a bike trail across the A Street Bridge to Verge Street towards Iron Gate. There will be another discussion about bike trails at our next meeting. 

· Talk about discussions with Forest Service, Alleghany Foundation and Chamber regarding trails in this region. Dick Deaton and I attended a meeting with the Forest Service, The Alleghany Foundation, the Chamber of Commerce and representative from Bath County to discuss trails in the National Forest.  During that meeting Sandra Wright said that the Chamber was going to revise their Alleghany Highlands Trails brochure and if we could provide them information about trails in or to Clifton Forge that information could be included in the new brochure.  Dick Deaton will be meeting with Sandra to provide information about how the Douthat Connector Trail ties into the McGraw Horse Trail.  Don Ford will schedule a meeting with her to provide information on trails in town.

· Review status of segments 2 and 3 of the Smith Creek Corridor Trail.  Segment 2 is under review by VDOT and a bid has been received for Segment 3.  The funds from the Alleghany Foundation have to be reviewed to determine if the bid is within budget.
