	I.	Welcome / Updates from Last Meeting




· Discuss proposed updates to Booker T. Washington Park. Earl LaBonte bought in plans for the renovation of Booker T. Washington Park.  These plans show several picnic pavilions, an existing tennis court to be removed and replaced with a basketball court, resurfacing an existing basketball court and replacing the goals and removing the existing basketball court at the entrance and converting it to a parking area.  The plans for the picnic shelters were for a 12’ x 20’ structure and Mr. LaBonte also had plans for a 12’ diameter gazebo.  Mr. LaBonte said the costs for either structure were comparable.  New playground equipment will also be needed for Booker T. Washington Park.  There was also discussion about adding a shelter along Hazel Run Trail but it would have to be on property owned by the town.  We also need to look into the need for grilles for the picnic shelters.

· Update status of segment 3 of the Smith Creek Corridor Trail. The paving should begin on the trail this week. The anticipated completion date is by the end of the month.

· Update on Linden Park. We are working on playground equipment for the 2-5 year old age group at Linden Park. Don Ford has requested a quote from Cunningham Recreation for 2 swing sets and a “Merry-Go-All”.  The suggestion was made to contact West Rock for wood chips for the safety surface to see if they would make a donation and to approach local businesses for assistance with transporting the mulch from West Rock to Linden Park. There was also discussion about contacting individuals or groups for donations as well.
