	I.	Welcome / Updates from Last Meeting




· Parks & Recreation- Status of Linden Park and discuss fund raiser for additional playground equipment.  The memorial stone has been installed near the new sign.  Gary Price went to pick up a three compartment sink and a leg broke when the owner was removing the sink from the truck so the search for a three compartment sink will continue.  Gary requested the key to the concession building so the equipment they have can be put in place.  Cabinets, a prep table and a three compartment sink are needed in the concession building.  The bases and batter’s box needs to be installed on the field by the second week in March to be ready for the season.  The electrical work is being started at the ball field.  Work on the rood for the dugouts should begin soon and Earl LaBonte needs to check with Jerry Clark to make sure there is enough metal for the dugout roofs. There was a discussion about starting a fund raiser for additional playground equipment at Linden Park.  The comment was made that new playground equipment was needed at all of the parks.  Washington Park was discussed next and the committee thought new grills, a new basketball court and picnic shelter would be best way to improve Washington Park.

· Review revised plans for Segment 2 of the Smith Creek Trail (Masonic Amphitheatre to Pine Street).  The revised plans have removed the fence from the portion of the trial between the properties of the Clifton Forge School of the Arts, since there will be limited vehicle access in this area.  Helen Kostel of the CFSOTA contacted me last week to say that they would limit vehicle access to the area behind the Hall Transfer building in order eliminate a fence or bollards from the trail.  At this time the pedestrian bridge will be deleted from the project due to the cost.  According to Mike Branscome of VDOT, funding for the pedestrian bridge could be requested on another grant request at a later date since the bridge would be connecting two existing trails.   

· Update Segment 3 of the Smith Creek Trail (section through the “Jungle”).  Plans will be put out for bid in late winter or early spring for this project.  A timber stair will extend from the trail to Lowell Street to provide access to Memorial Park.

Signs need to be made for the connector off Hazel Run that goes to Madison Avenue. 
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
